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In order to select which schools to support, the assessed school must fulfil the following Selection Criteria:

· Be in an area/city/village PIN already operates in;
· Be in a location which respects the education strategy and project proposal;
· Be in a location which the Access Department approves as safe for staff to visit, Access Dept safety criteria include the following:
· The school is at a significant distance from any infrastructure that may be targeted;
· No security incidents in or near the school in the past;
· No dangerous areas that students or teachers have to pass on their way to and from the school;
· The school should not be used for any other purposes (medical facilities, civil activities, civil defense) either during or after school hours;
· The structure of the building is safe, or can be made safe within existing PIN budget;
· Be a primary, intermediate or secondary school in a formal school building (i.e. not a camp school);
· Not be supported by any other organisation, government body or other actor;
· Not be in a location or school which serves any personal interest of PIN staff;
· Be in a location which is logistically accessible i.e. within 25km from the PIN Idlib (Sarmada or Hass) offices, where the Education Department is based. 
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
